To help protect the health of all our children, we have scheduled several important check-ups over the coming weeks: 

• General medical exam with the school doctor 

• Dental check-up 

• Urine and pinworm testing (conducted by the Japan Health Club) 

Young children often have difficulty expressing when something is wrong. These regular health screenings help detect 

any early signs of illness and support healthy growth and development. 

Results will be shared with families via CoDMON or a letter. If any follow-up treatment is needed, please visit your 

family doctor promptly.

“May Blues” Can Affect Children Too 
 

As children begin to settle into their new school life, some may 

experience emotional ups and downs—especially after the 

long holidays. Even if they seem fine on the surface, children 

may be under more stress than we realize. 

Some possible signs include: 
 

• Becoming more emotional or tearful 

• Blinking rapidly or showing unusual behavior 

• Saying “I can’t” or asking for help with things they used to 

do independently 

• Seeming tired or less energetic than usual 
 

These behaviors are often mistaken for “acting out,” but 

they’re often gentle signals that a child is feeling 

overwhelmed. Children face many challenges in their daily 

lives at school—making friends, learning routines, and trying 

new things. 
 

The best way we can support them is by noticing their efforts, 

offering lots of hugs and words of encouragement, and simply 

being present. Even a few minutes of quality time and 

affection from a parent can go a long way. Your love and 

support are more powerful than any medicine!
